RESOLUTION (2007)12 OF THE COMMITTEE OF MINISTERS

CRITERIA

A To be organised around a theme representative of European values
common to several countries.

A Toillustrate European memory, history and heritage

A To refer at least to one of the three topics : peoples, migrations, broad
currents of civisation

A To form networks for better cooperation and ensure sharing of experience

A To produce long-term multilateral cooperative projects in the priority fields
of action, to highlight the cultural heritage,

A To foster cultural and educational exchanges for youth, support culture and
art

A To encourage cultural tourism and sustainable development
